Almighty and everlasting God, by your Spirit the whole body of the church is governed and sanctified: hear the prayers which we offer for all the members of your Church, that in their vocation and ministry they may serve you in holiness and truth to the glory of your name, through our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. Amen.

congregation remain seated
The archdeacon presents the incumbent-elect to the archbishop with these words
Archbishop, I present the Very Reverend Kenneth Arthur Lambart Barrett to be instituted as Rector of this parish.

The archbishop says to the registrar
Let the Certificate of Appointment be read.
The Declarations

The archbishop asks the registrar

Have the Declarations required by the Constitution of the Church of Ireland been made and signed?

The registrar says
They have.
The archbishop asks the churchwardens
Churchwardens, as representatives of the parishioners have you witnessed the making of these Declarations?

The Churchwardens reply
We have.
The bishop reads the Act of Institution

He then hands the Act of Institution to the rector with these words:

Arthur, I confer on you the care of God’s people in this parish which is entrusted to you and to me within the body of Christ. 
May God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit pour on you the abundance of his grace, may he bless you as you minister in word and sacrament to his people. Amen.

THE CHARGE AND COMMISSION

The congregation stand and the archbishop says 
Brothers and sisters in Christ, as members of this parish you are called together to be the Body of Christ, serving God’s Kingdom, 
and living together through the power of the Holy Spirit. 
You are called to witness to the love of Christ and to serve others in the name of Christ. 
The apostle Paul writes:  
“I beg you to lead a life worthy of the calling to which you have been called, with all humility and gentleness, with patience, bearing with one another in love, making every effort to maintain the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace”.

 

Will you follow in this way?

With the help of God, we will.
Symbols of the teaching, sacramental and pastoral ministry of an incumbent are set out on the table beside the rector elect. 

The archbishop says:

These gifts of a bible, water, a prayer pook, a chalice and paten, oil, a towel and a stole are symbols signifying the ministry of a rector in word, sacrament and pastoral care. 
The rector alone kneels and the archbishop imparts the following blessing
Arthur, the care of God’s people in this parish has been committed to you.  May the Lord pour out his Holy Spirit on you and equip you to fulfil the sacred duties with which you have been entrusted.
The rector alone responds

Amen

May he give you the spirit of power and of love and of a sound judgement. May he guard you against the snares of temptation 

and keep you pure in heart and steadfast in the right way.

The rector alone responds

Amen

In prayer, may the Lord bring new life to your devotion; In praise, may he deepen your love and gratitude; And may he grant you the needful gifts of grace to the glory of his name.

The rector alone responds

Amen

Silence is kept and then the rector alone says
Almighty God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, strengthen and sustain me in this ministry to which I have been called. 
Give me the vision of your glory and make me worthy of my calling.  Amen.
The archbishop and the rector face the people
I present the Reverend Kenneth Arthur Lambart Barrett to you as your Rector. Will you support and encourage him in his ministry, praying for him as he will pray for you?

The congregation respond
We will!
The archbishop says
Greet him in the name of the Lord!

Those present respond 

Welcome! In the name of the Lord we greet you.

THE PEACE

The rector says
We are the Body of Christ; in the one Spirit we were all baptised into one body. Let us then pursue all that makes for peace and builds up our common life.

The peace of the Lord be always with you.

Remain standing

THE GREAT THANKSGIVING
The archbishop says

Christ our Passover has been sacrificed for us; 
Therefore let us celebrate the feast.
The Lord is here.

His Spirit is with us.

Lift up your hearts.

We lift them to the Lord.

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 

It is right to give our thanks and praise.

Father, Lord of all creation, we praise you for your goodness and your love. When we turned away you did not reject us. 

You came to meet us in your Son, welcomed us as your children 

and prepared a table where we might feast with you.

In Christ you shared our life 

that we might live in him and he in us.

He opened wide his arms upon the cross and, with love stronger than death, he made the perfect sacrifice for sin.

Lord Jesus Christ, our redeemer, on the night before you died 

you came to table with your friends. 

Taking bread, you gave thanks, broke it and gave it to them saying, Take, eat: this is my body which is given for you; 

do this in remembrance of me.

Lord Jesus, we bless you: 

you are the bread of life.

At the end of supper, you took the cup of wine, gave thanks, and said, Drink this, all of you; this is my blood of the new covenant, 

which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins; 

do this in remembrance of me.

Lord Jesus, we bless you: 
you are the true vine.

Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ:

Dying, you destroyed our death, Rising, you restored our life;

Lord Jesus, come in glory.

Holy Spirit, giver of life, come upon us now; may this bread and wine be to us the body and blood of our Saviour Jesus Christ.

As we eat and drink these holy gifts make us, who know our need of grace, one in Christ, our risen Lord.

Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, Blessed Trinity: with your whole Church throughout the world we offer you this sacrifice of thanks and praise and lift our voice to join the song of heaven, 

for ever praising you and saying:

Holy, Holy, Holy Lord God of power and might.

Thanks be to you, our God, for your gift beyond words.

The Lord’s Prayer is said

For thine is the kingdom, the power and the glory

As the archbishop breaks the bread, he says

The bread which we break is a sharing in the body of Christ.

We, being many, are one body, 
for we all share in the one bread.

Jesus Christ is the Lamb of God, 
who takes away the sins of the world.

Happy are those who are called to his supper.

Lord I am not worthy to receive you,

but only say the word and I shall be healed.

THE GREAT SILENCE
When those present have received Holy Communion, silence is kept for reflection

The silence is broken when the archbishop prays

Lord God, the source of truth and love: keep us faithful to the apostles’ teaching and fellowship, united in prayer and the breaking of bread, and one in joy and simplicity of heart, in Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen
O Lord, you sustain your household with the sacraments of the New Covenant. Guard in faith your servant Arthur, that he may fulfil his ministry; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

ARCHDEACON’S GREETING.
THE BLESSING
Almighty God stir up in us the gifts of his grace 

and sustain us in our calling: 

And the blessing of God Almighty,

the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, 

be with you and remain with you always.
